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Pedestal layout:
Care must be taken to ensure that the corner pedestals are positioned at a distance of 200 mm from the centre of the pedestal head to both edge joints.
This positioning must be strictly observed.

System panel layout: since the panels have an edge, it is not obvious at first glance whether the positive or negative side is facing upwards. Therefore, a
black line has been added to the panels. This line is present on two of the four sides, thereby creating a virtual tongue and groove system. These
markings are always found on the top section of the panel and thus indicate the panel's face side. If the installation is started in the upper left corner,
position the panel in such a way that the markings sit on the left- and topmost edge and touch the connecting walls. The panel can be pushed directly up
against the required edge insulation strip (mineral wool is mandatory if F30 is required) without the need to cut down the edge. Thereafter, it is possible to
proceed with the installation according to the same principle.
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
